Interesting things are happening all the year round all over England. In March or April you can watch the Oxford and Cambridge University Boat Race between Putney and Mortlake in London. Thousands of people come down to the river and watch the two boats.
Also in March or April is the Grand National – a long exciting horse race at Aintree, Liverpool. May of the horses never finish the race, but the first horse gets more than a million euros.

In May there is the Chelsea Flower Show at the Royal Hospital, in London. Here you can see the most beautiful flowers and gardens.

At the Henley Royal Regatta, at the end of June and the beginning of July, you can see boat races on the River Thames.

At the Royal Show in Kenilworth, Warwickshire, you can see the best of the countryside, with beautiful animals and great food. It is in July every year.

More than two million visitors watch the Notting Hill Carnival in London, on the last Sunday and Monday in August. There are two exciting parades with lots of music and noise, one on Sunday, and one on Monday. You can hear seventy or more bands, and watch 7,500 people in the parades. They go through the streets near Ladbroke Grove and Kensal Road.

Cowes, on the Isle of Wight, has a festival of boat races every August. More than 8,000 people come to Cowes for the races in the waters around the island.

In October, you can see some of the best horses in the country at the Horse of the Year Show at the National Exhibition Centre in Birmingham.

Some towns and cities have summer festivals. You can listen to writers when they talk about their books. You can watch plays or dancing, listen to music, watch street theatre or a parade. Brighton (in May), Bath (in June), Aldeburgh in Suffolk (in June), and Cambridge (in July) are only four of the many places with festivals each year.

England has so many different things. You can't see everything in one visit, but you can come back again and again….and again. England is always ready to say, “Hello! Nice to see you!”
