Pre-reading Task1
You are going to read about indigenous people of some of the deserts. Do you know who the indigenous people of these countries are?

1) America – Indians (Native Americans)
2) Canada – Inuits/Métis
3) New Zealand – Maori
If the students can provide the correct answers, try matching them to the correct country. You can also tell students more about the indigenous people:

Indigenous peoples are ethnic minorities who have been marginalized as their historical territories became part of a state. In international or national legislation they are generally defined as having a set of specific rights based on their historical ties to a particular territory and on their cultural or historical distinctiveness from politically dominant populations.
Inuits:

The Inuit are a group of culturally similar indigenous peoples inhabiting the Arctic regions of Greenland, Canada, the United States, and eastern Siberia. Inuit is a plural noun; the singular is "Inuk". The Inuit languages are classified in the Eskimo-Aleut family. 

In the United States, the term Eskimo is commonly used in reference to these groups, because it includes both of Alaska's Yupik and Inupiat peoples while "Inuit" is not proper or accepted as a term for the Inupiat. No collective term exists for both peoples other than "Eskimo". However, natives in Canada and Greenland view the name as pejorative and "Inuit" has become more common. In Canada, sections 25 and 35 of the Constitution Act of 1982 named the "Inuit" as a distinctive group of aboriginal Canadians who are not included under either the First Nations or the Métis. 

The Inuit live throughout most of the Canadian Arctic and subarctic in the territory of Nunavut; "Nunavik" in the northern third of Quebec; "Nunatsiavut" and "Nunatukavut" in Labrador; and in various parts of the Northwest Territories, particularly around the Arctic Ocean. These areas are known in Inuktitut as the "Inuit Nunangat". In the United States, Inupiat live on the North Slope in Alaska and on Little Diomede Island. In Russia, they live on Big Diomede Island. The Greenlandic Inuit are the descendants of migrations from Canada and are citizens of Denmark, although not of the European Union.

Métis:

The Métis /
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 HYPERLINK "http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Help:IPA_for_English" \o "Help:IPA for English" / are one of the Aboriginal peoples in Canada who trace their descent to mixed First Nations and European heritage. The term was historically a catch-all describing the offspring of any such union, but within generations the culture syncretised into what is today a distinct aboriginal group, with formal recognition equal to that of the Inuit and First Nations. Mothers were often Cree, Ojibwe, Algonquin, Saulteaux, Menominee, Mi'kmaq or Maliseet. At one time there was an important distinction between French Métis born of francophone voyageur fathers, and the Anglo-Métis or Countryborn descended from English or Scottish fathers. Today these two cultures have essentially coalesced into one Métis tradition. Other former names—many of which are now considered to be offensive—include Bois-Brûlés, Mixed-bloods, Half-breeds, Bungi, Black Scots and Jackatars. 
The Métis homeland includes regions scattered across Canada, as well as parts of the northern United States (specifically Montana, North Dakota, and northwest Minnesota). 
Maori:

The Māori /ˈmaʊəri/ are the indigenous Polynesian people of New Zealand. The Māori originated with settlers from eastern Polynesia, who arrived in New Zealand in several waves of canoe voyages at some time between 1250 and 1300 CE. Over several centuries in isolation, the Polynesian settlers developed a unique culture that became known as the "Māori", with their own language, a rich mythology, distinctive crafts and performing arts. Early Māori formed tribal groups, based on eastern Polynesian social customs and organisation. Horticulture flourished using plants they introduced, and later a prominent warrior culture emerged.

Post-reading Task 2

You have read about traditional homes of the desert people. Can you match these homes to their inhabitants?

In case of Indian homes encourage your students to think about climatic conditions in various parts of America and the suitability of dwellings for their way of live. You can show pictures of the dwellings to make it easier.
1) Mongolians – Ger/Yurt

2) Great Plains Indians – Teepee

3) Inuit – Igloo

4) Northeast American Indians - Wigwam

5) Bushmen - Hut

6) Mexican Indians - Adobe house
Post-reading Task 3

Not only in deserts can you experience harsh weather conditions. Can you think of ways how to protect your home from severe weather? In pairs, try to think of ways of protection:

Some of the suggestions may include:
Before severe weather 

· put your home emergency pack in a safe, accessible place 

· move valuables, food and other possessions upstairs if possible 

· secure garden furniture, close windows and draw the curtains to protect against flying glass 

· protect doorways and low level vents with sandbags (unblock these vents before switching everything back on) 

· find out where you can get sandbags in your 

· if you are able to stay with family and friends, inform the emergency services so your location is known 

· park your car off the road wherever possible, and away from trees and high walls 

During severe weather

· stay away from the windows and stay on the ground floor where possible 

· turn off gas and electricity if flooding is definitely about to happen 

· monitor local radio and television and newspapers for the latest information 

· only make essential journeys (in snow carry a shovel in the boot of your car, and let someone know your destination and estimated arrival time) 

After severe weather

· if the water, gas or electricity mains are not working, inform the supplier and, without putting your personal safety at any risk, rope off or protect any damaged areas to prevent injuries 

· do not switch on electricity or gas until these have been inspected 

· do not use food that has been in contact with flood water (always assume that flood water contains sewage) 

· thoroughly disinfect and dry affected household items 

· ensure that you wear gloves when cleaning or handling affected items 

Post-reading Task 4

Try to design a suitable dwelling for one of the following places. Think about the weather conditions, lifestyle of the inhabitants, affordability, etc. 
This activity can result either in a written description of the house or in a graphic realization of the design. Before choosing the destination, discuss living conditions of these places with your students.
Japan – e.g. warn students about frequent earthquakes

Siberia – e.g. severe climatic conditions
Mars – e.g. lack of oxygen
