Drinking in the UK – Teacher’s notes

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	In the shops it is (0) ILLEGAL to sell alcohol to anyone under age – that is under 18. It is impossible to fully check how old (01) customers are, since in Britain we do not carry (02) identity cards. There are now some voluntary local schemes to give cards to young people who are 18 to help the shopkeepers. Moreover, police (03) regularly check shops and especially supermarkets to make sure they do not sell alcohol to customers who are too young.

Most pubs open over lunchtime, close in the afternoon and (04) reopen at about 18.30, calling “last orders” at 22.30 or 23.00. On special occasions it is possible to get an (05) extension. That means that you can apply to a local magistrate to extend the opening hours beyond the normal time. In nightclubs in cities there are extended opening times but there is still a time when the (06) drinking has to stop, and closing time is called.

Now, new laws are being brought in to allow “24 hour drinking.” For the first time in a century, you will be able to buy alcoholic drinks in pubs, restaurants and clubs (07) whenever you want.

There is great (08) opposition to this plan. Many believe it will cause even more trouble from (09) drunken young people who “binge-drink” (that is, go out to get drunk as (10) quickly as possible) and make some towns and cities virtual “no-go” areas at weekends. Cynics say the (11) government sees this as an opportunity to ear even more money from taxes (alcohol is taxed very highly in Britain).

We have no real (12) solutions to change the binge drinking culture of the 20-somethings (those in their (13) twenties with a lot of money to spend and who drink a large amount of alcohol regularly) and no one (14) seriously believes that opening pubs for 24 hours a day will be the answer.
