furious – adj. very angry
treason – n. the crime of doing sth that could cause danger to your country
scholar – n. a person who knows a lot about a particular subject because they have studied it

honest – adj. always telling the truth, and never stealing or cheating
to behead – v. to cut off sb´s head, especially as a punishment
to oppose – v. to disagree strongly with sb´s plan, policy, etc. and try to change it
to annul – v. to state officially that sth is no longer legally valid
secretly –  adj.  in a way that only a few people know about it
to banish – v. to order sb to leave a place, especially a country, as a punishment
