Klíč ke cvičením

Pre-reading Task1
What historical period would you like to visit if you had the chance and why?
First you can brainstorm only the historical periods and write them on the board. Then focus on a few and encourage the students to think of advantages and disadvantages of living in the period. You can also focus on different positions and living conditions according to the social status of the person – a nobility in Renaissance had a different life from peasants, etc. 
Post-reading Task 2

New Zealand is a nuclear-free zone. What do you think of nuclear energy and its military use? Discuss with the class. 

You can divide the class into two groups – one supporting nuclear energy, the other opposing it. Let them prepare some arguments supporting their point of view and then they should present them to the class. There could be a third group of students – judges – that will decide the case according to the arguments presented.
Post-reading Task 3
Choose a historical figure that you are interested in. Do a little research about this person and then write a short bio introducing the person to the class.
The students can read the bio without saying the name of the person and let the rest of the class guess who the person is.
