Palindromy jsou výrazy, které se čtou stejně popředu i pozadu. Student si nejdříve přečte krátkou definici a ukázky palindromů. Poté má sám na základě nápovědy v závorce doplní vybrané palindromy, z nichž byly vypuštěny všechny samohlásky. 

Každý palindrom je ohodnocen jedním bodem, tedy 5 bodů dohromady. 

The word palindrome is derived from the Greek palíndromos, meaning running back again (palín = AGAIN + drom–, drameîn = RUN). A palindrome is a word or phrase which reads the same in both directions. Some simple examples are:

	RACECAR
	DEED
	LEVEL

Words like LIVE and STRAW (which read EVIL and WARTS backwards) are not themselves palindromes but the "phrases" LIVE EVIL and STRAW WARTS are. A palindrome is not necessarily a single word.

Palindromes as a form of wordplay have been created for many centuries. For example, the ancient Greeks are known to have often inscribed the following onto their fountains:

Nipson anomemata me monan opsin.
It translates as wash the sin as well as the face. Sharp-eyed readers will notice that the above it not actually a palindrome. This is because we have written it using letters of the English alphabet; when Greek characters are used it is a palindrome because ps is a single letter in Greek ().

2D Palindromes are word squares in which every row and column reads as a word in both directions:
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There are relatively few possible 2D palindromic squares. But if you allow names and obsolete words it is possible to make squares of not only 3x3 and 4x4, but also 5x5 and 6x6 size.
