revolting - disgusting
decent – acceptable or good
grin – a wide smile
to bite – to use your teeth to cut into something (a bite – when you bite something He had two bites of apple.)
tough – (about food) – something that is difficult to cut or eat
yelp – to make a sudden, short, high sound, usually when in pain
helping – an amount of food given to one person at one time
frightful (old-fashioned) – stressing how bad something is (frightful mess; frightful boredom, etc.)
leer – an unpleasant look at somebody
to curl – to make something into the shape of a curl (curly hair versus straight hair)
furry coat – a coat made from fur (fur –the thick hair that covers the bodies of some animals)
forget, forgot, forgotten – to be unable to remember
to flicker – to shine with a light that is sometimes bright and sometimes weak (a candle/eyelid flickers)
to whip – to take something out quickly
knickers – a piece of underwear worn by women and girls 
to aim – to direct a weapon towards someone or something that you want to hit
to come across – to meet somebody by chance
cloak – a piece of clothing without sleeves which fastens at the neck and is worn instead of a coat
hood – a part of a piece of clothing which can be pulled up to cover the top and back of the head
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
