1st part:
Charlie and the Chocolate Factory  Charlie Bucket loves chocolate. Gobstoppers, wriggle sweets and river of melted chocolate delight await – Charlie needs just one Golden Ticket and these delicious treats could all  be his. 
The Giraffe,and the Pelly and Me  Billy biggest wish is to turn a weird old wooden house into a wonderful sweet shop. But then he finds a giraffe, a pelly and a monkey living inside – they´re the Ladderless Window Cleaning Company! Who needs ladders when you´ve got a giraffe? They become best friends and when they meet the richest man in all of England, there´s a chance that Billy´s scrumptious galumptious dream just might come true…
Matilda  Matilda Wormwood´s father is a mean crooked crook. And her mother´s just plain stupid. They think Matilda is a nuisance who should watch more TV and read fewer books! But her lovely teacher Miss Honey thinks Matilda is a genius. Matilda has a few extraordinary tricks up her sleeve, so her horrible parents and even more horrible headmistress had better watch out.
