Mayor – a person who is elected or chosen to be the leader of the group who governs a town or a city  !! pronunciation [meə]
Major – adj. more important, bigger or more serious than other of the same type  
!! pronunciation [´mei,džə]
Headquarters – the main offices of an organization such as the army, police or business company
Prison – a building where criminals are forced to live as a punishment
Alive – living, not dead
Crown Jewels – the crown and other jewels worn at important official ceremonies by the king or queen
Beefeater – a guard at the Tower of London who wears a 16th century uniform 
To commemorate – to remember officially and give respect to a great person or event
Medieval – related to the Middle Ages (i.e. the period in European history from about 600 AD to 1500 AD)
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
