LOVE ACTUALLY – Teacher´s notes
Poznámky a klíč
Tento materiál s názvem LOVE ACTUALLY (úroveň A2+/B1) obsahuje pracovní list s textem a souborem otázek, doplňkový materiál se slovní zásobou k tématu lidských vlastností a tyto poznámky. 
Love Actually, neboli Láska nebeská, je zjednodušeným scénářem k filmu téhož jména, jehož autorem je u nás již proslavený Richard Curtis, britský filmový a televizní scenárista, režisér a producent.  Narodil se na Novém Zélandu. Je považován za klasika žánru romantické komedie, k jeho dílům patří ty z nejznámějších: Čtyři svatby a jeden pohřeb (Four Weddings and a Funeral), Notting Hill nebo Deník Bridget Jonesové (Bridget Jones's Diary). Scénáristicky stál i za známými britským sitcomy s Rowanem Atkinsonem - Mr. Bean a Černá zmije (Blackadder). Žije v londýnské čtvrti Notting Hill, což ho inspirovalo ke scénáři stejnojmenné komedie s Hugh Grantem a Julii Robertsovou v hlavních rolích. Jeho manželkou je pravnučka zakladatele psychoanalýzy Sigmunda Freuda Emma Freudová. 
Za stručným úvodem k filmu následuje text, který je vybrán z celého scénáře tak, aby sledoval vývoj dvou postav, ministerského předsedy a nové zaměstnankyně č.10, Natalie. Jednotlivé odstavce jsou přeházené. Žáci/studenti mají v Task 1 za úkol odstavce přečíst a s pomocí zvýrazňovače nebo propisky označovat informace, které jim pomohou odhalit správný sled odstavců:  C),  E),  F),  B),  A),  D).  Zde níže jsou již pro kontrolu odstavce zařazeny správně, s podtrženými informacemi a vysvětlivkami v závorkách. Jsou zde i příklady běžných přídavných jmen či výrazů, které mají žáci/studenti doplnit v Task 2. Je možné použít také doplňkový materiál se slovní zásobou a procvičit nebo prezentovat některá další slovíčka (rovněž použit společně s materiály The Princess Diaries 1 a 2).
Cílem nemusí být naprosto přesně určit pořadí, např. 1. odstavec C) je časově v textu málo zakotvený, nicméně musí být logicky v první části textu, ne na konci. Podtržené informace jsou příklady, žákům/studentům mohou napovědět i jiná místa.

Je možné také text upravit tak, aby mohl být rozstříhán na jednotlivé odstavce, a s nimi pak mohli pracovat žáci/studenti např. ve dvojici.

“Welcome, Prime Minister,” Annie said.

“I must practise my wave,” replied the Prime Minister. He kissed her.

At that moment Natalie came in with tea and biscuits. The prime Minister´s face turned red as she smiled at him.     (he is still new there, learns that Natalie looks after refreshment)
(Task 2 – hungry, thirsty, curious, happy…)

B)
Suddenly there was a knock on the door of the Prime Minister´s private office. “Come in,” he called.

Natalie entered, carrying some files in one hand and a cup of tea and a plate of biscuits in the other. The Prime Minister smiled and thanked Natalie. After she left, he lowered his head and hit it against the table top. “Be sensible!” he said quietly to himself. “You´re the Prime Minister!”   (we already know that Natalie serves food, he is probably in love with Natalie)
(Task 2 – kind, happy, embarrassed, lost, unsure, in love, responsible…)

A)
Natalie came in with a pile of files, put them down and started to leave. The Prime Minister spoke. “We work so closely together all the time, and I know so little about you. It seems wrong.”     (they have worked together for some time already)
“There´s not much to know,” Natalie told him.

“Where do you live, for example? Do you live with your husband? Boyfriend? Three lovely children… ?”   (he is probably in love with her and wants to know if she has a boyfriend)
“No, I´ve just left my boyfriend, actually, so I´m back with my mum and dad.”
“Oh, I´m sorry,” said the Prime Minister. 
“No, that´s fine. I´m glad he´s gone. He said I was getting fat. He said no one is going to want a girl with legs as big as mine. He wasn´t a nice man, in the end.”  
The Prime Minister looked at her. “Right, you know, as Prime Minister, I could have him murdered. Trained army killers are just a phone call away.”

Every parent in the school lifted their camera. “Ah!” the Prime Minister whispered to Natalie. “This is not quite as private as we´ve hoped.” “What do we do now?” Natalie whispered.   “Smile.” They smiled at the excited parents. “And Wave.”  They waved. Then they left the stage and walked happily away. Everybody was clapping their hands and smiling. Love, actually, was all around.                  (they are quite close now, they kiss, the prime minister feels love everywhere, the topic of love is repeated – this may help to find the 1st paragraph)
(Task 2 – happy, excited, surprised, embarrassed, responsible, deeply in love)
