Klíč ke cvičením
Pre-reading Task 1
Would you like to live in a desert? Why? Discuss in the class.

Possible suggestions:
YES – it would be sunny all the time; there is no rain or snow; I could have a camel

NO – there is not enough water; there is no electricity; sand gets everywhere

Pre-reading Task 2

a) The article includes these words: Bedouin; Sheikh; tribes. Do you know what they mean?
Sheikh – he is usually the oldest man from a famous family in the tribe
Tribes – these are like very big families but with no more people
Bedouins – people who moved across the hot deserts with their tents and camels
b) What would you think is the connection between these things?
Bedouins – stories; camel´s milk – health; camels – coats

The Bedouins are also famous for their stories of desert life and they like to tell these to their visitors over dinner.
When Bedouins are ill, they eat the leaves of desert plants or they drink camel´s milk.
Bedouins got meat and milk from camels and hair from their coats too.

Post-reading Task 4

Read the text again and complete the sentences with these words:

Tea, stories, nights, food, person, place, desert, visitor, bread, people,

“Bedouins are very famous for their FOOD and drink. When a VISITOR arrives in the desert, the Bedouins always ask the PERSON into their tent. Here, the visitor first gets some hot TEA and later some traditional Bedouin food – for example, BREAD and meat. The Bedouins are also famous for their STORIES of desert life and they like to tell these to their visitors over dinner.

In the desert, traditionally Bedouins give a bed to their visitors too. When there are sudden winds, PEOPLE need to stay away from the open DESERT for a day or two. But visitors can only stay for free NIGHTS and no more! After that they need to move to the next PLACE.”
