Voyage – a long journey, especially by sea or in space
Memorable – special, good or unusual and therefore worth remembering or easy to remember
To please – to make sb happy
To knight sb – to give sb the rank and title of a knight
Sword [so:d] – a weapon with a long metal blade and a handle
Enemy – a person who hates sb or who acts or speaks against sb/sth
Immense – extremely large or great
Spice – one of the various types of powder or seed that come from plants and are used in 
             cooking
