THE SIGN OF FOUR 2  – Teacher´s notes

Poznámky a klíč

Tento materiál s názvem THE SIGN OF FOUR 2  (úroveň A2+/B1) obsahuje pracovní list pro žáky/studenty, glosář se slovíčky a tyto poznámky s klíčem. 

V úvodní části mají žáci/studenti za úkol podle stručného popisu poznat a doplnit jméno autora knihy The Sign of Four a jeho dvě nejznámější literární postavy. Následuje stručný děj zmíněného díla, kde žáci/studenti vyhledají, v jakém pořadí za sebou následují jednotlivé odstavce. Na konci je zařazen krátký úryvek z knihy, který předkládá námět k diskusi a možnost dokončit příběh podle vlastní fantazie.

Task 1 –  první popis Sherlock Holmes, druhý popis  Dr. Watson (John H. Watson), třetí popis Sir Arthur Conan Doyle. 
Task 2 – správné pořadí je označeno čísly. 
In the beginning of the story a young lady named Mary Morstan comes to consult Holmes upon a case which is apparently connected with her father´s disappearance 10 years previously. 

 5  Holmes doesn´t believe that Thaddeus is the murderer so he continues in his investigation and with the help of a dog named Toby, Holmes and Watson are led to the jetty on the bank of the River Thames. Holmes learns that a steam launch, the Aurora, was hired by a wooden-legged man and a brown, monkey-faced chap. Holmes asks Detective Jones to arrange for a police boat to meet Holmes, Watson and Jones at the river.

 1  In 1878, Miss Morstan´ s father disappeared when on leave from military service in India and Mary discovered a piece of paper with the diagram of a building and the words The Sign of the Four. Several years later after the death of her father´s only friend, Major Sholto, Mary started to receive one precious pearl each year.

 2  That morning she receives a mysterious letter asking her to go the Lyceum Theatre that evening. Holmes and Watson agree to go with her. After meeting a man at the Lyceum Theatre, Holmes, Watson and Miss Morstan are taken to meet Mr. Thaddeus Sholto, brother of Bartholomew and son of  Major Sholto. On his deathbed, Major Sholto confessed that he and Morstan came into the possession of the Agra Treasure in India. Major Sholto asked his sons to send Mary Morstan one pearl each year. After seeing a scary face at the window, Major Sholto died without the possibility of telling his sons about the hiding place of the treasure. In the morning, a piece of paper with the words The Sign of the Four written on it was found. 


 4  Following the clues, Holmes believes there are two people involved in the crime, one with a wooden leg, the other a pygmy. At that point Detective Jones arrives and arrests Thaddeus Sholto for the murder of his brother.

 3  Thaddeus takes Holmes, Watson and Miss Morstan to his brother's home to show them the recently found treasure box containing a fortune in jewels. They find Bartholomew dead in his room, killed by a poisoned thorn. There is a torn sheet of paper on the desk with the words The Sign of the Four written on it.

After a thrilling chase the police boat gets close to the Aurora. Holmes and Watson are forced to shoot the pygmy when he tries to kill them with a poisoned thorn and they capture the man with the wooden leg, Jonathan Small. They also find an iron chest on the deck of the boat.

Task 3A –  
Žáci/studenti ve dvojicích zkoušejí vymyslet, co se mohlo stát s pokladem, kdy a jakým způsobem mohl zmizet, kdo ho vzal a co s ním dál provedl. Několika větami dokončí příběh a své závěry prezentují před třídou. Např. We think Bartholomew Sholto took the treasure and hid it in his house before his death. He wanted to move to . . .
Task 3B – 

Alternativní cvičení pro slabší žáky/studenty. Měli by napsat co nejvíce slovíček na téma poklad a ve dvojicích si porovnat své seznamy (např. pearls, diamonds, coins, gold, silver, rings, earrings, necklaces...) Také lze zadat jako domácí úkol. 
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
